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Property Management Committee Update 
 

 On June 5th a meeting was held in order to solicit 
input regarding the reorganization of the former building 
search committee in its new incarnation as the Property 
Management Committee, which was charged by the 
Board in May with the ongoing tasks involved in taking 
care of our new facility.  The discussion dealt with a pos-
sible new structure for the committee, and how it would 
interface with the proposed new board structure, should 
this be approved by the congregation at the upcoming 
congregational meeting.  Present were members of the 
former building committee, building volunteers, and 
some members of the UUCO Board.  
  

 The implications of the proposed restructuring of the 
UUCO Board were first 
discussed, which essen-
tially entails a smaller 
Board comprised of 
members ('VPs') who 
would be directly re-
sponsible for various 
operational areas of the 
church, one of which 
would be the property.  
The intention is to have the board step away from de-
tailed micro management of areas of operation covered 
by committees, and instead devolve greater responsibility 
on the committees to 'get the job done' in the manner 
they see fit, working in conjunction with the relevant 
board VP; this includes establishing their own structures 
and procedures of operation, recruiting chairs and other 
members, etc.  
  

 The result of a very productive discussion was a ten-
tative committee structure which, although it will surely 
evolve over time, reflects the areas of responsibility 
which the past building committee has thus far identified 
in the  enormous task of managing our 
new property.  The Property Management 
Committee will consist of a group of sub-
committees to take responsibility for each 
of these areas, and a Property Manage-
ment Council which will consist of sub-
committee chairs / coordinators, and the 
future VP (board member) delegated to 
deal with the building in the proposed re-
structuring. 
  

 Each Property Management Subcom-
mittees will consist of a chair (or possibly 
co-chairs), and a cadre of  
volunteers: 
 

�      Building Maintenance & Grounds 
�      Aesthetics 
�      Safety & Security 
�      Cleaning 
�      Facilities Rental/Utilization 
�      Office Systems 
 
 The Property Management Council would include 
Subcommittee Chairs, and a Council Chair, who would 
most logically be the VP for Property Management 
(proposed Board position), along with perhaps a co-
chair, depending on the magnitude of the tasks at hand.  
The functions of this council would include: 
  
· Prioritization, coordination and planning the work 

of various subcommittees, give subcommittees 
their charges, recruit subcommittee chairs, author-
ize expenditures 

 
· Long-term planning (recommendations for capital 

improvement priorities, preventative maintenance, 
etc.) 

 
· Appropriate communication with the Board, 

Church employees, other committees and the con-
gregation  about building updates and needs.  

 
 Particularly this last function, fostering communica-
tion and coordination between different subcommittee 
areas, the board, and the congregation as a whole, is go-
ing to prove crucial as we struggle to find sustainable 
ways to meet this new organizational challenge.   
  

 In this way we will be able to deploy our limited fi-
nancial resources most effectively, respond in a timely 
manner to long- and short-term needs (our maintenance 
team has already responded wonderfully to TWO emer-
gencies - a flood and a potentially devastating gas leak), 

and foster a sense of ownership among the 
congregation for this fantastic facility we've 
acquired.  To this latter end, the contact infor-
mation for each subcommittee chair will be 
publicized in upcoming newsletters, orders of 
service, and the UUCO website so that mem-
bers of the congregation can give of their time 
and skills in helping us to make this property 
a true home for UUCO activities and pro-
grams.  We encourage everyone to get in-
volved to the extent they are able!

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UUA Resources 
 
Religious education is essential to the well being of our 
children, families and adults and integral to the growth 
and vitality of  Unitarian Universalism. While many 
would resonate with such a view, few people have made 
a commitment to support it in the way that Lindy and 
David Anderson have. The Andersons, residents of Bid-
deford, Maine, have made a visionary commitment to 
the UUA's new lifespan faith development curriculum 
series which will be available on the UUA website, be-
ginning in late 2006. 
 
The Anderson's generosity and the development of the 
new curriculum series has also been fueled by an anony-
mous grant of $250,000 to begin work on the new cur-
riculum. That visionary donation provided the impetus 
for taking the new curriculum further and making its 
delivery methods more immediate. 
 
David Anderson reflected, "This approach to religious 
growth and learning is going to expand the ability of 
people to access curricula using any of the technologies 
that are emerging. A student can download audio or 
video clips to an iPod; a teacher can assemble lessons 
directly from materials on the web; the Director of Reli-
gious Education can review this program to see what is 
most appropriate to their church. This kind of availabil-
ity means that people can access the material in a way 
that's appropriate for their particular needs. For example,  
churches with internet access in classrooms can have 
multimedia materials that they play directly off the web, 
and a static curriculum won't allow this. Or students 
who are housebound or live in remote locations could 
use the materials online. The vision is to make this cur-
riculum as flexible as possible so accessing and using 
the information-in many forms-is key." 
 
The Tapestry of Faith Curriculum will be an evolving 
one, with components beginning to appear later this 
year. In 2006, the following elements are scheduled: a 
Junior High curriculum entitled "Families"; a High 
School curriculum entitled, "Exploring our Identities 
Through Poetry"; a new Junior High Coming of Age 
program will be beta-tested (that is, the curriculum will 
be released on the web and then evaluated, revised, and 
updated). In addition, the schedule for 2006 calls for 
field testing of the adult curriculum "Principled Com-
mitment"; release of a new "Our Whole Lives" curricu-
lum for Young Adults; and with it, field testing of the 
new "Sexuality and Our Faith" supplement for Young 
Adults.

There will be an exciting new class of-
fered over the summer during July. The 
title of this class is "The New World: 
Breathing in the Fresh Air of Medita-
tion", and it will cover basic principles 
and practices in meditation.  It will be 
held at our new church home over four 
sessions on Wednesday evenings, be-
ginning July 12th. The exact room has 
yet to be determined, but will be an-
nounced in church.

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OUTreach Resource Center  
for All Who Are Gay, Questioning and Allies 

  
 The Gay Pride Parade was on June 4 in Salt Lake 
City. A dozen of us joined the 70 other groups in the  
parade. We wore OUTreach Ogden tee shirts that 
matched our banner, rainbow kerchiefs and leashes. The 
streets were lined with cheering people and the Festival 
that afternoon attracted 20,000 folks. OUTreach is open 
for teens (ages 14-17) on Wednesdays from 4-8 PM.  
Attendance at the last 8 meetings has ranged from 2 to 
11, averaging 7.  
 The church Board of Trustees and our insurance 
company have approved our opening a Thursday night 
drop-in to all adults age 18 and up. This is a new  
program, and attendance is minimal, so we need to 
spread the word.  
 Our second fiscal year starts July 1, 2006, with a 
budget of $25,000. So far, we have been awarded $7,500 
by the Unitarian Universalist Funding Program, $2,400 
by the national United Church of Christ, and $7,500 
from private donors. We are still looking for $7,500 in 
funding. We are also looking for adult volunteers age 
21+ for the occasional Wednesday or Thursday evening.
